The Ceneral Assenbly,

Recalling its resolution 48/ 96 of 20 Decenber 1993, by which it adopted the
Standard Rul es on the Equalization of Opportunities for Persons with
Disabilities,

Recalling also its resolution 37/52 of 3 Decenber 1982, by which it adopted
the World Programe of Action concerning D sabled Persons, 1/

Recalling further all its relevant resolutions, including resolutions 37/53
of 3 Decenber 1982, 46/ 96 of 16 Decenber 1991, 47/88 of 16 Decenber 1992, 48/95
and 48/ 99 of 20 Decenber 1993 and 49/ 153 of 23 Decenber 1994,

Noting with interest the initiative taken by non-governnental organizations
to develop a disability index based on the United Nations Standard Rul es on the
Equal i zati on of Opportunities for Persons with Disabilities, as well as other
activities related to the Standard Rules, and activities in support of the Wrld
Programme of Acti on,

Wl comi ng the report of the Special Rapporteur of the Conmi ssion for Socia
Devel opnent on nonitoring the inplementation of the Standard Rul es and his
recomendation that in the comng two years the focus should be mainly on
| egi sl ation, coordination of work, organizations of persons with disabilities,
accessibility, education and enpl oynent, 3/

Wl coming the unreserved reaffirmation in the Vienna Declaration and
Programe of Action, adopted by the Wrld Conference on Human Ri ghts on
25 June 1993, 4/ of all the human rights and fundanental freedons of persons
with disabilities, and the recognition in the Programme of Action of the
I nt ernati onal Conference on Popul ati on and Devel opnent, 5/ and the Programe of
Action of the Wrld Summit for Social Devel opnent, 6/ of a pressing need, anong
others, for the realization of the goals of full participation in society and
t he equalization of opportunities for persons with disabilities, as well as the
recognition by the Fourth Wrld Conference on Wnen, held at Beijing from4 to
15 Septenber 1995, of the special needs of wonmen with disabilities,

1. Recalls the recognition by the Wrld Sunmt for Social Devel opnent of
the need to prompte the Standard Rul es on the Equalization of Cpportunities for
Persons with Disabilities

2. Urges all Governments and organi zations to continue to strengthen
their efforts to inplenent the Standard Rul es by appropriate |egal
adm ni strative and all other measures, taking into account the integrated social

3. Encour ages CGovernments of Menber States to respond to the
guestionnaire sent by the Special Rapporteur of the Comm ssion for Social
Devel opnent ;

4. Encour ages Menber States to make voluntary contributions to the
Disability Fund to support initiatives on disability, including the inportant
wor k of the Special Rapporteur;

5. Calls upon CGovernnents, when inplenmenting the Wrld Programre of
Action concerning Disabled Persons, to take into account the el enents suggested
in the Long-term Strategy to Inplenent the Wrld Progranme of Action concerning
Di sabl ed Persons to the Year 2000 and Beyond;

6. Requests the Secretary-CGeneral to ensure appropriate support for the
ef fective functioning of the Long-term Strategy;

7. Encour ages the use of communi cati ons networks for the dissem nation to
civil society of the Standard Rules, the Wbrld Programme of Action and the Long-
term Strat egy;

8. Encour ages the Secretary-Ceneral and the United Nations organi zations
concerned, particularly the United Nations Devel opment Programme, to continue
their efforts to finalize, in consultation with Menber States, the devel opnent
of global disability indicators, and requests the Secretary-CGeneral to submt a
report on this question to the General Assenbly at its fifty-second session
