The meeting was called to order at 10.55 a.m.

STATEMENT BY THE CHAIRMAN

1. The CHAIFMAN, speaking also as the representative of Bulgaria, congratulate.
the delegations of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the Byelorussian
Soviet Socialist Republic and the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic on the
occasion of their ‘lationel Day, the sixty-third anniversary of the Great October
Socielist Revolution of 1917.

2. Mr. BYKOV (Union of Soviet Socialist Republics), on behalf of his delegation
and the delegations of the Byelorussian Soviet Socialist Republic and the
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic, acknowledged “the congratulations cf the
Chairman and other delegations on the anniversary of the Great October Socialist
Revolution. His delegation would make every effort to achieve the Leninist goals
of peace and friendship among peoples.

3. Mr. GLAIEL (Syrian rab Republic), speeking on a point of order, said that
since Arabic was an official ianguage of the Main Committees, the Arabic-speaking
delegations had a right to receive all documents in good time in their own
language. If documents did not appear in Arsbic in future, the Arab delegations
would abstain fron participating in the deliberations.

4, The CHAIRMAN said that the point was valid and would be taken up with the
competent authorities.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.17: United Nations Decade for Vlomen: Equality,
Development and FPeace

5. Mr. CARDUELL (United States of America), speaking in explanation of vote,
said that if there had been a vote taken on the draft decision relating to draft
resolution A/C.3/35/L.1T, the United States would have abstained.
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(Mr. Cardwell, Unitecd States)

6. On substantive grounds, his delegation objected to the concept of the
Declaration on the Participation of Vomen in the Strungle for the Strengthening
of International Peace and Security and Against Colonielism, Racism, Racial
Discrimination, Foreign Aggression, Occupation and All Forms of Foreign
Domination because it was an inappropriate attempt to promote political causes
under the guise of addressing issues of concern to women. Discussica of such

a declaration had given rise in the past to inflammatory political statements.
The United States did not see that it contributed in any wey to the advancement
of women. If the draft resolution had been put to a vote, his delegation would

have voted against it.

7. The draft resolution refrrred to the Declaration of Mexico and the
Programme of Action for the Second Half of the United Nations Decade for Vlomen,
vhich the United States had opposed because they included unacceptable language.
The draft resolution also referred to General Assembly resolution 3L/158 and
resolution 11 of the Copenhagen Conference, both of which his delegation had
also opposed. In addition, the United States would have voted against draft
resolution A/C.3/35/L.17 because there had been no proper consultation with

_the co-sponsors at the current session and there vere no provisions in the craft
resolution for adequate consultations at the thirty-sixth session of the
General Assembly.

8. Mr. VERKERCKE (Belgium) said that his delegation would have abstained if
the draft decision relating to draft iesolution A/C.3/35/L.17 had been put to

the vote because it had dcubts regarding the desirability of such a document.

It did not contribute to the cause of peace or the advancement of womer.. It

was essential that full consideration should be given at the thirty-sixth session
of the General Assembly to all commentes and suggestions made by Member States

on the draft Declaration, including suggestions concerning the title.

9. Mr. EDIS (United Kingdom) said that if a vote had been teken on the draft
decision concerning draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.17, his delegation would have
ebstained, because it questioned the value of the draft Declaration, which
seemed to reflect propaganda on disermament issucs.

10. Miss ROSER (Federal Republic of Cermany) said that her delegation accepted
the decision of the Committee, but that if a vote had been taken, her delegation

would heve abstained.

11. Mrs. SAELZFR (German Democratic Republic) said that her delegation welcomed
the decision of the Committee to subnit the drast Declaraticn to the
thirty-sixth session of the General Assembly for consideration. The decision
formed a good basis for the implementation of the clear-cut mandate of the
Copenhagen Conference to further the elstoration of a draft Declaration on the
subject. GShe thanked the sponsors of the draft resolution, especially thre
Libyan Arab Jemahiriya, and assured the Committee that her delegation would work
for the early adoption of the draft resolution.
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12. Ms. FAUTHORPE (New Zcaland) said that her delegation would have abstained
from voting on the draft decision rclating to the draft resolution becausc it
felt that there was no need for such a declaration, especially since the
adoption of the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against WYomen. The subjecct-matter of the new proposed instrument would have
proved divisive and controversial, and would have donc little to promote unified
cfforts to improve the status of women.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.24: Voluntary Fund for the United Nations Decade for
Vemen

13. Mrs. SANTANDER-DOWNING (Sccretary of the Committce) said that Norway and
Costa Rica had becomc co-sponsors of draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.2L. She also
pointed out that in oper:tive paragraph 5 the phrase "thirty-fourth session”
should recad "thirty-sixth sossion'.

1L. Thc CHAIRMAN noted that there was general agrcement on draft resolution
Afco 3??5"1" Eh'

15. Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.2L was adovted without a vote.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.25: World Conference of the United Natiorms Decade
for Homen

16. Praft resolution A/C.3/35/L.25 wus adobted without a vote.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.16: Status of the Convention on the Flimine*ion of
All Forms of Discriminetion against Women

17. Mrs. SANTAHNDER-DOWNING (Sccretary of the Committee) r nounced that the
following countries had become co-sponsors of draft resolu s o= A/C. 3/35/L.1C.
Angola, Belgium, Bhutan, Burundi, Canada, Colowbia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic,
Ethiopia, Italy, Liberia, !longolia, Trinidad and Tobego, Uganda, the United
Republic of Tanzania and Viet Ham. Two changes should be made in the drafi
resolution: in operative paragraph 1, "81" should rcad "79" and in operative
paragravh 2, "cight" should read "nine".

18. The CHAIRIAN noted that there was general agrecment on draft cesolution

A/c.3735/1.16.

19. Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.16 was adovted without a vote.

20. Ifr. AL-GHAZALI (Iraq) said that his dclogation had reservations with regard
to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of DNiscrimination against
Women beceuse certain perts might be in contradiction with locel legislation

in Iraq. On the wheole, hovever, the efforts of the Workineg Groun in developing
the Convention were laudable.

21. Mrs. VIARZAZI (!orocco) said that if ther nad been a vote on the draft
resolution, her delegotion would have voted opninst it.

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22. Mrs. MAIR (Sccretary-General, World Confcrence of the United Nations Decade
for Women) expressed her apprecciation and that of the Conference secretariat

for the work the Committce had done to formulate and negotiate the resolutions
adopted on the item, thus ensuring that the decisions made in Copenhagen could
now begin to be implemented. The adminisirative and financial implications would
soon be discussed in the Fifth Committce, and after their adontion by the plenary
Assembly the programmes would become & Tormal part of United Wations activities.
Flans had alrcady been drafted by officials of the United Nations, specimlized
agencies and non-governmental orgenizations for the implementation of the
recommendations of the Conference. A subregional foliow-up meeting for Pacific
women had been held in Fiji on the implementation of the Plan of Action for the
Sccond Half of the Decade for Women. Issucs had been identified end strategies
formulated that were consistent with the work being done in the United Nations
General Assembly.

23. Mrs. SIPILA (Assistant Secretary-General for Social and Humanitarian Affairs)
expressed her deep gratitude to the Secretary-CGencral and to the secrctariat of
the VWorld Conference of the United Nations Decade for Women.

2. Mrs. CASTILLO (Dominican Republic) requested that her delegation be added
to the list of sponsors of draft resolutions A/C.3/35/L.26, L.27, L.29 and L.3L.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.32: Policies end prorrammes relating to vouth

25, MNiss NAGA (Egypt), introducing draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.32 on behalf of
the sponsors, who had been joined by Austria, Barbados, Colombia, the Federal
Republic of Germany, FiJi, Ireland, iebmnon, Morocco, the Philippines, Rwanda,
Venezuela and Zeire, said that the large number of delegations sponsoring draft ,
resolution A/C.3/35/L.32 reflected the importance that Governments attached to '
the question of policies and programmes relating to youth. That had already been |
made very clear in statements in the general debate. The draft resolution |
emphasized the need to implement special guidelines to improve channels of
communication between the United Mations and youth and youth organizaticns at the
national, regional and international levels. The sponsors attached great i
importance to operative paragraph 4, which requested the Secretary-General to
subnit proposals for additional guidelines for adoption at the thirty-sixth
session of the General Assembly. The sponsors hoped that the draft resolution
would be adopted without a vote,

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.28: Problems of the elderly and the aped

26, Mr. VELIA (Malte), introducing draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.28 on behalf of

the sponsors, who had been Joined by Algeria, Austria, Barbados, Bolivia, Colombia,
Cyprus, Egypt, Guyana, Iceland, India, Mauritania, Mcrocco, Nepal and the
Fhilippines, said that the draft resolution contained nothing controversial and

in many respects was a procedural resolution. |

27. Operative paragraph 1 referred to a report which had already been adopted by
the Economic and Social Council, so the Committee should have no aifficulty in
expressing approval of the proposals it contained. In that connexion, the words
"including the financial end administrative arrangements” at the end of operative
varagraph 1 should be deleted. The change of the name of the World Assembly on
the Elderly to the Vorld Assembly on Aging in operative paragraph 4 had been
made in order to refer not simply to an ege group but also to the interrelationship
betveen elderly people and the econory and development. The voluntary fund
referred to in operative paragraph 5 would simply be an account for Governments'
voluntary contributions for the World Assembly. In connexion with operative
paragraph 8, he wished to express appreciation for the assistance received from
the United Nations Fund for Population Activi*ies in the past.

28. The draft resolution had financial implications wnich would have to be
considered by the Fifth Committee. It would be evident from the Secretary-Ceneral's
statement of the financiel implications of the Vorld Assembly that & very srall
budget was planned. Negotiations were under way with a view to echieving a
consensus cn the draft resolution,

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Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.3L: International Year of Disabled Persons

29. Mr. ABDUL AZIZ (Libyan Arab Jamahiriya), speaking on behalf of the sponsors,
who had been joined by Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Barbados, Benin, Bhutan, Bolivia,
Canada, Cuba, the Lominican Republic, C1 Salvador, the Federal Republic of Gernany,
Guinea-Bissau, Ireland, Lebanon, !'adarescar, ger, Nigeria, Horway, Qatar,
Pekistan, Tomsnia, Fwanda, the Syrian Arab Republic, Tanzenia, Uruguay, Vecnezucla,
Zairc and Zimbabwe, said that in opcrative paragraph 8, the word "buildings" should
be added after the vords "United Nlations™ and in operative parsgreph 9 the words
"ineluding information activities" should be delcted.

30. The sponsors believed that the draft resolution was humanitarian in nature
and reflected concerns of the international community whick transcended differences
in political and economic systems or in traditions, religions and veliefs. It

had been prepared in the light of the report of the Advisory Committee for the
International Year of Disabled Persons and also =f the views of delezations on

the implementation of the Plan of Action for the International Year of Disabled
Persons, as well as on further action to be taken after the International Year

at the national, regional and international levels. It reflected a special
interest in strengthening the secretariat of the International Year and in
strengthening prograrmes which would inform international public opinion aboit

the rights and responsibilities of disabled persons. The sponsors welcomed the
offer of the Government of Argentina to host the international symposium of experts
on technical assistance in the field of disability and technical co-operation
among developing countries to te convened during the International Year. They
hoped that the draft resolution would be adopted by consensus.

Draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.30: FElimination of all forms of relimious intolerance

31. llr. 'TALXATE {Hetherl&nds}, introducing draft resolution A/C.3/35/L.30 on
behalf of the soonsors, who had been Joired by Austria, Bolivia, Costa Rica,

Ll Salvador, the Federal Republic of Germany, Gambia, Kenya and Nicaragua, said
that for over six years the Cormission on Human Rights had laboured %o draft a
declaration on the elimination of all forms of religious intolerance and had
reached agreement on the preamble and on about five operative paragrachs.
Incouraging progress had been made at its two rost recent sessions and it was
to be hoped that the momentum would be maintained. The draft resolution was
procedural and dealt vith a very important subject. The sponsors honed that it
would be adopted without a vote.

Draft resoluticn A/C.3/35/L.27: Human rights and scientific and technological
developments .

32. Hr. OGURTEOV (Byelorussian Soviet Socialist Renublic), introducing draft
resolution A/C.3/35/L.2T on behalf of the sponsors, who “ad been joined by
Afrhanistan, the Dominican Republic, the German Democratic Republic, Hauritania,
ongolia and Viet Nam, said that in operative pararraph 1, the words “by the
States"” should be deleted and in operative paragraph b, the words "and specialized
agencies" should be deleted. In some language versions of the draft resolution,
the words "new international economic order” in the fourth preambular paragraph
needed to be capitalized.
